Our program has several prerequisites:

1.  Ability to operate on at least two HF MARS frequencies (4 Mhz and 7 Mhz range).

2.  Digital capability.  This can be TNC or sound card.

3.  Meet the minimum requirement of 12 hours per quarter in MARS operation.  Six hours have to be within your primary assignment, the remainder in any of several activities.

Initially as a trainee, you will be assigned to our HF net, 1S1.  While you will not be able to handle traffic as a trainee, this will provide you an opportunity to gain experience on how our nets operate.  You will receive live training on one of our HF frequencies, usually two to three sessions of one to two hours followed by a multiple choice test.  Your training status can last up to six months, but most of our members finish their training within a month of joining the program.

As you may know, CW operation (Morse code) is no longer used on Air Force MARS circuits.  We do operate a number of regional and nation wide networks on voice and digital modes, some running 24/7 and others operating on fixed schedules.

Please mail the completed form with two copies of your current amateur license (do not send the original) to the State MARS Director.  If you were a previous MARS member, please include a copy of your MARS license or assignment order.
